Minutes of the 21 July 2011 Emergency Meeting:

Matters arising:


1. Alison Newbigin bequest – Cheques for £70,000 and £5,000 have now been

received. The solicitor reports there may be a further small payment.

2. Planning Officer advice on Hall development – Kevin Brown reported that he

Had contacted the local planning officer. He said the Trust would have

to pay the usual fees in spite of being a registered charity.

3. Hall development -.Joyce Shaw had been given three names by Hugh Fell of

people used by George F. White for such developments. Rosie Robson had spoken to another builder, Mossman, who gave a provisional estimate of £30,000 for a no-frills development. Other contacts had identified builder Alan Donaldson, John Watson who quoted £1300 for producing plans, and Mick Douglas, builder quoting £53,000 for the development. Jackie Reeves said the Trust should consider all these possibilities and come to a decision on how to proceed and whom to engage.

The possibility of installing solar panels should take into account the fact that the slates on the roof may be subject to ‘nail sickness’.

Any Other Business:

1. ROSPA Inspection of the Playpark – It is thought the inspection has been carried out but the report needs to be considered when it is to hand.

2. Rebuilding Bark Pot by the Harbour – Kevin Brown asked that Craster Estates might give permission for a new bark pot to be built on the site of an earlier one by the harbour as a reminder of Craster’s fishing heritage.

3. Picnic Table:

A picnic table has been moved from the bottom end of the South Pier to Alison Newbigin’s garden. As it belongs to the Parish Council it was suggested that it might be transferred to the Trust and relocated in the Playpark. It was noted that the existing Playpark tables are in poor condition.

4. Reinstatement of the Kick-about area:

Elizabeth Pearson showed some examples of rocks left on the surface of the kick-about area by the contractor responsible for reinstatement following the completion of the sewage redevelopment. Alan Punton said that reinstatement in other parts of the redevelopment had also been found to be inadequate and the matter had been referred to Councillor John Taylor.
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
